His attitude 

has permeated through the neighborhood as 

we all try to “pay it forward” in our own way. 

Mikey’s friends and neighbors have all learned a 

great deal from him about what it truly means to 

be a good neighbor. After knowing Mikey, we all 

strive to live by his golden rule: “That’s just what 

neighbors do.” n
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
